BACKGROUND:
Douglas Eugene Smith was raised in Sherman County, Oregon, graduating from Sherman County High School and
later graduating form the University of Oregon. After school, he became a deputy with the Sherman County
Sheriff's Office. Just a short time into his law enforcement career, Deputy Smith lost his life in a head-on collision
with a vehicle that had been reported driving erratically, as did both occupants of the other vehicle. Deputy Smith
was just 23 years old.
