Automatic Voter Registration is Safe & Secure

- Registration lists are continuously updated to ensure that only eligible
voters can register to vote.

« Data from local, state and federal partners is used to remove anyone

who moves, is not a citizen, passes away or is otherwise ineligible to
vote.

+ Oregon voters are also required to attest to their qualifications --
including citizenship -- at the time they submit their ballot.

« Motor voter has operated for 7 years without any security breaches.

« 21 states (and DC) have followed our lead
