– Covid-19 Pandemic and After Effects

• Unemployment rate went from 3.5 percent in March 2020 to 13.3 
percent in April 2020

• A backlog of work remains
• OED is making changes based on lessons learned

– Federal funding decline
• 43 percent decline in administrative funds
• 95 percent decline in unemployment insurance benefits paid

– Paid Leave Oregon continued implementation
• Payroll collection began in January 2023
• Benefit payments are expected to begin in September 2023
