* Reductions
— Increased vacancy savings

— Reduction to extraordinary inflationary increases in the
health services budget

— Mandated caseload:

« +$20.5 million and 77 positions for projected increases in
prison population

 -$30.3 million reduction for projected decreases in population
under supervision by Community Corrections
