Bills to support DOGAMI IT modernization

SB220 Relating to the DOGAMI electronic permitting system.

Requires payment of additional 25% surcharge on certain assessments by DOGAMI.
Establishes Electronic Permitting System Subaccount.

SB221 Relating to the DOGAMI electronic permitting system.

Requires DOGAMI to collect 10.7% surcharge on use of electronic permitting system for
deposit into subaccount. Establishes Electronic Permitting System Subaccount.

SB222 Relating to payments to DOGAMI by credit card.

Authorizes DOGAMI to accept payments by credit card and to add fee to credit card
transactions.

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SB 222 — Credit Cards

* Mineral Lands Regulation and Reclamation Program (MLRR) collects
over $S2 million annually in permit fees, mostly as paper checks.

 Credit card payments are a desired convenience and efficiency.

* SB 222 authorizes DOGAMI to accept credit cards and pass the bank
fees onto the payee.

* The agency would not require payment by credit card and would
continue to accept checks and bank transfers.
