Non-Medicaid Behavioral Health: Marijuana Tax, Cigarette / Tobacco Product Taxes, 
Opioid Settlement Funds, Beer and Wine Tax, Lottery, Criminal Fines, federal grants

PEBB and OEBB: Insurance premiums and program charges
