BACKGROUND:
Alfalfa (Medicago sativa) is a plant in the pea family and is primarily grown as hay. In Oregon, alfalfa seed
production is located in Central Oregon, primarily in Jefferson County. The Oregon Alfalfa Seed Commission has
five members and was established in 1990. Commodity commissioners are Oregon public officials who volunteer
their time for the economic betterment of the commodity.

House Bill 2411 would dissolve the Oregon Alfalfa Seed Commission.
