WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Modifies the composition of the Oregon Parks and Recreation Commission membership while retaining the
seven-member total. Requires that the Governor appoint at least one member from each congressional district,
rather than exactly one member from each district, and that the Governor consider outdoor recreation interest,
heritage interest, and racial, ethnic, gender, and geographic diversity in those appointments. Requires that the
Governor appoint at least one member who resides west of the summit of the Coast Mountain Range and at least
one member who resides east of the summit of the Cascade Mountain Range, rather than exactly one member
from each region.

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:
The Oregon Parks and Recreation Commission (Commission) consists of seven members appointed by the
Governor and confirmed by the Senate for four-year terms. Current law requires that the Commission consist of
seven members, and that one member must be appointed from each congressional district in the state, one
member must reside west of the summit of the Coast Mountain Range, and one member must reside east of the
summit of the Cascade Mountain Range.

Following the 2020 census, the number of congressional districts in Oregon increased from five to six, reflecting
an increase in the state's population. This change creates a conflict with the statutory directive for the
Commission membership.

Senate Bill 890 would modify the composition of the Oregon Parks and Recreation Commission membership while
retaining the seven-member total.
