HB 2599 A

Waives background check fee for employees and volunteers of certain respite service providers

Prohibits commitment of children with intellectual disabilities without consent of parent or legal
guardian.

Removes
requirement for new diagnostic evaluation in determining continued commitment beyond initial 12-
month period. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

Prohibits child who is receiving developmental disability services in developmental disability child foster
home from being attended by parent or guardian without approval of Department of Human Services.
Permits child who attains 18 years of age while receiving developmental disability services in
developmental disability child foster home to continue to reside in home until child attains 26 years of
age if approved by department.

Modifies definitions related to child care for purposes of implementation and enforcement. Modifies
statutory structure for governance of child care by changing references of Office of Child Care to
references to Department of Early Learning and Care.
