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Measure Description:

Modifies parties to intergovernmental agreement for Educator Advancement Council. Directs the Oregon
Department of Education and the Teacher Standards and Practice Commission to consult with the Educator
Advancement Council to examine whether to merge the commission into the department. Directs the
department and commission to submit their findings to interim legislative committees related to education by
December 31, 2023. Repeals the examination and reporting requirement as of January 2, 2024.
