Package 101 Case Management System

.                                      The package appropriates, on a one-time basis, $20,000 General Fund for Information Technology Professional Services.

The purpose of this package is for the Commission to purchase a Commercial-Off-the-Shelf (COTS) case management system for the tracking, reporting, and storage
of complaints, investigations, prosecutions data.  The COTS would be a cloud-based solution.  The entry of data would be on a go-forward basis; however, legacy case
data could be entered into the new system, as time permits.  The Commission intends to find a COTS like the one employed in other states with judicial fitness
commissions.  The transition to a new system is estimated to be completed by June 30, 2024. Ongoing costs for licensing and maintenance have been initially
estimated to be $2,200 per biennium.
