HB 2107 will expand automatic voter registration 

to people on the Oregon Health Plan. 

Operative June 1, 2026.



Expanding Access to Our Democracy

Changes to made HB 2107 in House Rules:

• Removal of Section 9 – Pilot Program.

• Additions:

• First, it clarifies that election officials, not OHA, is determining who is eligible to register 

to vote.

• Second, this version uses the most current data to determine a person's citizenship 

status.

• Third, this version clarifies procedures for eligible OHA applicants without a signature 

on file.
