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SUMMARY

Creates crime of disorderly conduct involving a family or household member. Punishes by maximum
of six months' imprisonment, $2,500 fine, or both. Provides that disorderly conduct in the second
degree may not be charged if conduct is of specific nature and directed towards family or household
member or child of defendant.
