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SUMMARY

Requires hospitals to establish technical staff and service staff staffing committees to develop
staffing plans, in addition to nurse staffing committee. Establishes minimum standards for staffing
plans for direct care registered nurses. Imposes penalties for failure to adopt hospital staffing plans
or to comply with staffing plans. Requires Oregon Health Authority to post staffing plans to
authority's website and to establish online portal for filing complaints regarding hospital's failure to
adopt or to comply with staffing plans. Adds enforcement tools for authority to enforce nurse staffing
requirements. Creates private cause of action for hospital failure to adopt or to comply with staffing
plans.

Requires home health agencies to establish home health nurse staffing committees. Specifies
membership and duties of committees. Creates new requirements to enforce home health nurse
staffing provisions.
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
