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SUMMARY

Allows Oregon Health Authority to conduct off-site investigation after receiving certain complaints
against hospitals. Allows initial licensure inspections to be conducted off-site for specified providers
of home- and community-based care and hospice care.

Permits authority to disclose information obtained during investigation of complaint or reported
violation against home health agency, in-home care agency or caregiver registry to specified public
entities to carry out regulatory or enforcement activities of such public entities.

Allows authority to issue temporary or provisional certification to practice as hemodialysis technician
during local, state or federal declaration of state of emergency or public health emergency. Permits
certification by reciprocity of hemodialysis technicians. Authorizes authority to require fingerprints for
purpose of conducting criminal records check of persons applying for or renewing certification as
hemodialysis technicians. Updates defined term from "dialysis facility or center" to "outpatient renal
dialysis facility" for purposes of hemodialysis technician statutes.

Removes requirement that outlines of instruction for courses for psilocybin service facilitators be
submitted to Department of Education.
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
