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SUMMARY

Extends to January 2, 2029, sunset of program for provision of rebate for construction or installation
of solar electric system or paired solar and storage system, for residential customer or low-income
service provider, on real property in Oregon. Modifies definition of "paired solar and storage
system."

Requires State Department of Energy, under renewable energy production system grant program, to
waive requirement that construction begin within 12 months of grant award if construction was
delayed because of supply chain or workforce disruptions or shortages related to COVID-19
pandemic and construction began between March 1, 2020, and March 31, 2022.
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
