Appropriates an unspecified amount of General Fund, and increases Other Funds and Federal Funds expenditure
limitation by an unspecified amount. Declares an emergency and takes effect July 1, 2023.

ORS 291.055(1)(e) stipulates that all new state agency fees or fee increases adopted between the date of
adjournment sine die of a regular session of the Legislative Assembly and the date of adjournment sine die of the
next regular session of the Legislative Assembly, are rescinded upon adjournment sine die of the next regular
session of the Legislative Assembly unless the fee is authorized by enabling legislation.
