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82nd OREGON LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY--2023 Regular Session

House Bill 2209

SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Allows Health Licensing Office to issue authorization to person licensed to perform tattooing
services to administer local anesthetic if person completes course approved by office and meets
other requirements established by office.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to administration of local anesthetic by person licensed to perform tattooing services; and
prescribing an effective date.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2023 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 690.350 to
690.410.

SECTION 2. (1) A person who holds a license to perform tattooing services may complete
a course in the administration of local anesthetic that is approved by the Health Licensing
Office, in consultation with the Board of Electrologists and Body Art Practitioners.

(2) A person who satisfactorily completes a course described in this section, and who
passes any examination to demonstrate successful completion required by the provider of the
course or by the office, may apply to the office for authorization to administer local anes-
thetic in connection with the performance of tattooing services. The office may issue an
authorization under this subsection if the person meets the requirements established by the
office.

(3) A person authorized under subsection (2) of this section may administer local anes-
thetic in connection with tattooing services performed by:

(a) The person authorized under subsection (2) of this section; or

(b) A student enrolled in a tattooing services education program at which the person
authorized under subsection (2) of this section is an instructor.

(4) A person who is not authorized by the office under subsection (2) of this section may
not administer local anesthetic in connection with the performance of tattooing services.

(5) The office may adopt any rules necessary to carry out this section, including rules
to:

(a) Establish an authorization fee;

(b) Establish a process for application for initial authorization and renewal of an au-
thorization; and

(c) Require continuing education in the administration of local anesthetic.

SECTION 3. (1) Section 2 of this 2023 Act becomes operative on January 1, 2024.

(2) The Board of Electrologists and Body Art Practitioners and the Health Licensing Of-
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fice may take any action before the operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section
that is necessary to enable the board and the office to exercise, on and after the operative
date specified in subsection (1) of this section, all of the duties, functions and powers con-
ferred on the board and the office by section 2 of this 2023 Act.

SECTION 4. This 2023 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the date on which the 2023

regular session of the Eighty-second Legislative Assembly adjourns sine die.
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
