On page 1 of the printed bill, delete lines 8 through 15 and insert:

“(2) The work group shall consist of members selected by the Department of Land Conservation
and Development, in consultation with the Department of Early Learning and Care.”.

In line 16, delete “(b)”.

Delete lines 23 through 29 and insert:

“(b) Five members who are providers of early learning and care services with collective recent
experience in zoning regulations, building codes and permitting processes with respect to expansion
of early learning and care facilities, and who reflect the diversity of provider types in Oregon.”.

On page 2, delete lines 16 through 40 and insert:

“(6) The work group shall review information and research from within Oregon and nationally
concerning the impact of zoning regulations, state and local building codes and permitting practices
on inhibiting or supporting expansion of early learning and care facilities. At a minimum, the review
must identify and analyze:

“(a) Specific barriers and challenges to siting, building or renovating early learning and care
facilities, including barriers and challenges for colocating early learning and care facilities with af-
fordable housing and other entities;

“(b) Potential and actual disparate impacts that zoning regulations, building codes and permit-
ting practices have on providers based upon diversity factors, including but not limited to race,
ethnicity, language, provider type and geographic location; and

“(c) Promising local, state and national standards for promoting the expansion of early learning
and care facilities.”.

In line 41, delete “study” and insert “review”.

On page 3, line 6, after “agencies” insert “for possible administrative improvements”.
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
