SUMMARY

measure as introduced.

Prohibits use of assessed historic property as vacation occupancy unless property is owner’s
primary residence.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to vacation occupancies in historic properties.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. Residential property that has been classified and assessed as historic prop-
erty under ORS 358.487 may not be used as a vacation occupancy, as defined in ORS 90.100,

unless the property is the property owner’s primary residence.
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
