A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to public records.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. The Secretary of State shall study public records laws and the operation of
public records laws in Oregon. The secretary shall report to the Legislative Assembly on the

secretary’s findings.
