Appropriates moneys to Department of Justice for purposes of funding analyst and in-

vestigator positions to address organized retail theft.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to organized retail theft.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is appropri-

ated to the Department of Justice, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, out of the Gen-

eral Fund, the amount of $ , for the purpose of funding analyst and investigator

positions that will coordinate with local law enforcement investigators, prosecutors and pri-

vate sector loss prevention personnel who are tasked primarily with investigating and pros-

ecuting organized retail theft.
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
