Limits direction of certain lottery revenues designated for outdoor
recreation improvement projects to qualifying projects for development, maintenance or completion of
Oregon Coast Trail.]

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to State Parks and Recreation Department for
planning and coordination to continue to develop, maintain or work toward completion of
Oregon Coast Trail.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to the Oregon Coast Trail.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is appropri-

ated to the State Parks and Recreation Department, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023,

out of the General Fund, the amount of $250,000, for planning and coordination to continue

to develop, maintain or work toward completion of the Oregon Coast Trail.
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
