A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to homeowner insurance for wildfire risk.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. An insurance company may not use the statewide map of wildfire risk de-
scribed in ORS 477.490 as a basis for canceling an insurance policy or increasing an insurance

policy premium.
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
