HOUSE BILL 2919

Delete lines 4 through 8 of the printed bill and insert:

“SECTION 1. It is an affirmative defense to the charge of criminally

negligent homicide under ORS 163.145 that:

“(1) The conduct that is the basis for the charge is a medication

error;

“(2) The defendant is a:

“(a) Registered nurse, and the medication error occurred while the

defendant was acting within the scope of employment providing pa-

tient care; or

“(b) Licensed emergency medical services provider, and the

medication error occurred while the defendant was responding to a

mass casualty incident; and

“(3) The medication error was reported as required under federal

and state law and the policies of the defendant’s employer.”.
