On page 1 of the printed A-engrossed bill, delete lines 9 and 10 and insert:
“SECTION 1. Sections 2 and 3 of this 2023 Act are added to and
made a part of ORS 690.005 to 690.225.”.

After line 12, insert:

“SECTION 3. The Board of Cosmetology shall convene a curriculum

requirements advisory committee consisting of representatives of
schools. The advisory committee shall make recommendations to the
board regarding curriculum requirements for a field of practice as de-
scribed in ORS 690.046. Prior to adopting rules regarding the curric-
ulum requirements, the board shall consult with the advisory
committee.”.

“(B) An applicant described in this paragraph shall obtain a skills eval-
uation and practical assessment from a school.”.

Commission and the Health Licensing Office may take any action be-
fore the operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section that
is necessary to enable the board, the commission and the office to
exercise, on and after the operative date specified in subsection (1) of
this section, all of the duties, functions and powers conferred on the
board, the commission and the office by sections 2 and 3 of this 2023
Act, the amendments to ORS 345.010, 690.005, 690.015, 690.025, 690.046,
690.047, 690.155, 690.165, 690.195, 690.205, 690.225 and 690.360 by sections
4 to 15 of this 2023 Act and the repeal of ORS 345.400, 345.430, 345.440
and 345.450 by section 17 of this 2023 Act.

“SECTION 20. This 2023 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the
date on which the 2023 regular session of the Eighty-second Legislative

Assembly adjourns sine die.”.
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
