“SECTION 4. Notwithstanding any other law limiting expenditures,

the amount of $4,145,780 is established for the biennium beginning July

1, 2023, as the maximum limit for payment of expenses from lottery

moneys allocated from the Administrative Services Economic Devel-

opment Fund to the State Parks and Recreation Department for the

payment of debt service.
