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I oppose ranked choice voting because it disenfranchises voters. Voters have the 

right to vote in public, namely picking one candidate for each office. Furthermore, any 

system that can 'throw out' a ballot is a flawed system. Every vote should be counted 

and be allowed to stand. Ranked choice voting disenfranchises voters.
