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In the past, The Crest at Willow Witt Ranch has been able to include many 

economically challenged youth in our environmental camps with this funding.  These 

campers would not be able to attend without these funds and they are the future 

environmental activists and protectors, not to mention the physical and health 

benefits from being outdoors in this constructive enviroment.  The funds from this bill 

are crucial for many rural Southern Oregon children to experience this rich wilderness 

experience. The Crest also provides these children two bags of wholesome organic 

food week that the kids had helped harvest for their families.
