The descripVon of eligibility for “Very High” on the basis of
medical support needs is on page 4-6.  The descripVon of eligibility for “Very high” on the basis of behavioral
needs is on page 7.
 
Service level document for 12-17 year olds—This is a document from ODHS describing the eligibility criteria
for children with High or Very High Support needs.  The descripVon of eligibility for “Very High” on the basis
of medical support needs is on page 4-6 .  The descripVon of eligibility for “Very high” on the basis of
behavioral needs is on page 7.
 
I hope these materials are helpful to you.  Please feel free to share this email and encourage people to let me
know if they would like to be added to the interested parVes list.  Unfortunately, we had a technology crash
so we lost some of the addiVons we made to the list in December. In addiVon, we have not been able to
recover the recording from the stakeholder meeVng.  We will conVnue to work on that.
 
More informaVon will be coming soon about hearing dates, how to sign up to tesVfy in person or remotely
and how to submit wriWen tesVmony. I will also send informaVon regarding how to access and uVlize OTIS,
logisVcs of the building while it is under construcVon and basic informaVon about how to offer tesVmony.  I’ll
also provide a list of other bills that may be of interest to this group. 
 
Finally, at the stakeholder meeVng I was overwhelmed by the number of families impacted by schools placing
students on abbreviated school days or home instrucVon.  If your family is impacted by this, please consider
reaching out to me.  We have legislaVon to address this and we need every story we can find to help explain
what an pervasive and systemic issue this is for kids with disabiliVes.
