Having been a horse owner for over 50
years, | cannot possibly count the number of times | have visited, used and benefitted
from fairgrounds. They have provided me secure shelter in my travels, safe and dry
environments in which | have played, taught, learned and shared one of my life's
greatest passions. They have been the location where life long and soul-touching
relationships have formed and evolved. | have been involved with my local volunteer
fire department for over 10 years and well understand the struggle that pubic service
agencies go through even when labor is not part of the budget. Tax revenue is not
enough even then.
