In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropriation, there is
appropriated to the Water Resources Department, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2023, out of the General Fund, the
amount of $, which may be expended for funding a staff position at the department, or contracting with a qualified
entity, to:

(1) Advise local communities concerning voluntary agreements among ground water users from the same ground water
reservoir, as described in ORS 537.745;

(2) Assist the communities with development of the voluntary agreements; and

(3) Assess the opportunities and limitations of the voluntary agreements."

*Qregon has a "water problem" predicated upon ground water uses for: cities, farmers, ranchers and rural
residents.
