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I am an Oregon business owner who is affected by the Corporate Activity Tax, and I 

am writing to you today in support of HB 2433 to increase the Corporate Activity Tax 

threshold from $1 Million to $5 Million.  

 

Small businesses like my own are extremely vulnerable to each and every tax that 

comes our way. Taxes reduce our profits, which are our primary source to be able to 

increase wages and to make capital investments. Over taxation has and will wipe out 

many small businesses that are the backbone of our economy.  

 

Times are tough right now and Oregon businesses are struggling greatly. We are 

dealing with worker shortages, high inflation, and product shortages. These 

challenges are making it extremely difficult for businesses like my own to make a 

profit.
