Healthcare, in my opinion, is
a human right and one that this country is failing miserably to provide to its citizens.
There is no reason in the time of tax cuts for the wealthy, extreme military budgets,
and corporate socialism that people should have to decline health care simply
because they cannot afford necessary recommended care or when a
procedure/surgery/transplant becomes necessary.
