Anyone who has spent time in this region
can see the changes happening with significantly increased drought, wildfires and
smoke. Our home is dramatically changing and we need to take action.

My children have grown up here. In chorus with their friends, they ask us, "What have
you been doing to make this better?" as they head to university to study climate
change science and forward-thinking solutions. | want us as a state to be able to
look our children in the eye and say, "We could have and should have done more in
the past, but now we have more information that guides our actions and we will no
longer miss an opportunity to do the right thing for our lands and for you and your
children, who will live here when we are (soon) gone."
