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Seems odd that Legislatures across the United States always seems to think that 

tobacco is the only drug (nicotine/tar) that causes health issues. Alcohol is taxed but 

not because it is deemed a health risk but more for the idea that it falls into the 

category of food and entertainment spirits.  

 

Alcohol is methanol that has the ability to change and retard every cell functioning 

properly and deteriorates every organ in the human body. Has Oregon set up a trust 

fund that pays the medical expenses of the persons that died due to the consumption 

of alcohol, that is also a drug.
