My name is Erik, I'm not a 

PERS member but I support the Climate Protection Act as care about the 

environment and where our public employees money is being invested.  The time is 

now to stop supporting corporate giants profiting from our natural resources.   

 

I completely support HB 2601: The Treasury Investment and Climate Protection Act 

because as the former Deputy Comptroller of New York State said, “Divestment is a 

defensive tool employed to protect investors from the loss of value – losses as 

certain as climate change’s global reach.” We need the Oregon Treasury to protect 

PERS and the rest of the Treasury’s investments as we transition towards a green 

economy and I believe this bill is a straightforward, expedient way to do that.  

 

The Legislature must play its part in mandating this transition because the Treasury 

does not have the urgency and has not been transparent about the risks to the 

portfolio that I need to reassure me that they can execute their own plan.
