If the Attorney General determines that
the wildfire was caused, in whole or in part, by forest management practices of the United States carried out in a negligent
or otherwise unlawful manner, the Attorney General shall bring an appropriate civil action in the name of the State of
Oregon to secure an injunction, damages or other appropriate relief...."
