| am a high school teacher in Southern Oregon who has dedicated my life to helping
children. My husband and | have now struggled for the last three years to have a child
of our own. | have been diagnosed with infertility, which is a disease, though insurers do
not rightly recognize it as such. Though | have decent insurance through my school
district, my insurer has covered none of the costs related to trying to start a family,
including: diagnostic tests and treatments for polycystic ovary syndrome (a hormonal
disorder which causes health issues not just relating to infertility), diagnostic tests and
treatments for insulin resistance (which can cause diabetes as well as affect fertility),
and diagnostic tests and multiple surgeries to remove uterine polyps (which can cause
cancer but also affect fertility). We have paid over $50,000 out of pocket the last three
years for: countless blood draws, tests, pregnancy tests, semen analyses, diagnostic
procedures including multiple hysteroscopies, a hysterosalpingogram, and
polypectomies, ovulation induction medications, intrauterine inseminations, IVF
medications, two IVF egg retrievals, genetic testing of embryos, two IVF embryo
transfers, one second-trimester stillbirth hospital bill, and costs related to an early
miscarriage. We have also spent what amounts to over five weeks of sick leave each in
the last two years to travel to Eugene, OR, for appointments with our reproductive
endocrinologist.

We are productive, active and honorable members of our Oregon society. And yet, we
cannot have a child without medical intervention. We have suffered two losses in the
last six months on this journey, including one late second trimester stillbirth, and still we
move forward in the hopes of becoming parents and attaining this goal that we've
worked so hard for. It feels unfair that the insurance companies we pay thousands of
dollars to every year just for coverage have denied all of our expenses for anything
remotely related to infertility, even the diagnostic tests that show | have legitimate
medical issues, simply because those issues also happen to cause infertility.

Action is needed to recognize these conditions as a disease and provide coverage as
such. Many of the non-covered treatments that assist with conception can also co-
address these other medical conditions.

We didn't choose this, it is not elective. | would
love to be able to conceive in a traditional fashion, but unfortunately it is not possible
and | need access to fertility treatment. We have spent over $30k in just the last 2 years
alone and cannot afford another IVF egg retrieval. | have just a few remaining years of
possible reproduction potential and | am limited because | cannot afford to pay 100%
out-of-pocket. Lack of insurance coverage is the barrier to my chance at a future family.

| am not alone in this fight. One in 8 women in our state are living with the disease of
infertility. This is the same rate as women diagnosed with breast cancer in Oregon.

Tomorrow is valentines and I'm thinking of how great it would be to have a family with
the love of my life. | married my high school sweetheart about 10 years ago. I've known
him since | was 16. Having a family would be a dream come true for us. I'm sure many
other Oregonians share the same dream to have a child with the love of their life
someday.

My husband and | have been impacted by infertility. We were diagnosed in 2017. It's
been really hard to go to baby showers and have people ask me why we haven't "gotten
to it already" little do people know and understand how difficult it really is for people to
get pregnant. There are a lot of things that have to happen at the right time for a
pregnancy. It's been hard to explain to my parents, both born in Mexico, both speak
Spanish only. It's been hard to explain why we are childless, to tell them my body needs
the assistance of the medical system and | need a team of people to assist. Finding the
words and making this issue culturally understandable requires storytelling and
creativity...sometimes pictures to explain the science involved. It's even hard to tell
people that most insurance companies in Oregon don't cover fertility benefits for people
diagnosed with this disease. Did you know communities of color continue to have higher
rates of infertility and lower rates of accessing fertility care than white community
members?

The stigma runs heavy in my family and social circle although people are starting to
make less statements and ask more questions. Truly listening requires less talking and
more sitting still to understand. The stigma and insensitivities are emotionally painful.
Being told that "maybe it's part of destiny." Personally, | think fate is what happens, and
destiny is what we do with it. Being told to "just relax" and "don't fret -it will work out.”
Think about how many people have become pregnant during times of famine and war,
not relaxing isn't the primary problem here. We need to accept as a society that people
need an evidence based proven medical team and fertility experts to assist in some
cases. People want the right care offered and insurance companies are doing a better
job of that in other states and countries. Oregon is behind and Oregon needs to catch
up and show up.

For my husband and | and after several years we finally can get IVF treatment because
my employer added it to our benefits in 2022. For the very first time, we have hope!
Based on my lab work with my IVF benefits, we recently found out that it is possible for
us to build our family with IVF. After staring IVF in January, we have 2 healthy viable
embryos. We will be doing our first embryo transfer in the Spring of 2023. My IVF
treatment so far cost my insurance company less than all the previous less successful
treatments combined with the mental health treatment, holistic care we went thru in
previous years.

Going thru these treatments can be hard for many. Simply being diagnosed with



infertility is stressful, emotional and traumatic for an individual or couple. This diagnosis
impacts an entire extended family unit, not just 1 person. This disease impacts potential
grandparents, aunts and "framily". Please know that not everyone will choose to go thru
the IVF process simply because they identify as a person of childbearing age. Some
insurance companies will assume this and tell you this. Let me tell you as a person with
true lived experience, | know several individuals in my social circle who chose not to
move forward with IVF treatments for various reasons. Some may decide to opt out
because of all the energy that goes into it, the stigma, health anxiety, injections,
pressure on relationships, time off from work, and lack of support. That said, if you were
diagnosed with a disease wouldn't you want to choose how you treat it? Especially
when your doctor tells you there's hope and a proven treatment. Would you want that
option? Not having this option just further stigmatizes infertility, contributes to grief,
stress, loss of productivity and thus our economy and community health. You have the
power to give people hope, you have the power to give people the opportunity to take
charge of their health. Communities of color and LGBTQIA2+ community members, and
other often overlooked people- need these benefits too. Communities have been telling
you this for years. Are you listening, really listening? This decision should be a
community led decision and you can be part of that.
