The list of local and state regulations that
could be waived is staggering and includes: public involvement requirements,
environmental zoning to protect in-water, riparian and upland habitat, protections for
floodplains and wetlands, protections for Oregon’s coastal zone, zoning restrictions to
protect adjacent communities, dredging and dredge disposal regulations - the list
goes on and on. This bill would have made it almost impossible to stop terrible
projects like the development of West Hayden Island and Pembina Propane. It would
have taken away some of the community's most important tools to stop new fossil
fuel facilities. Waiving these protections would give powerful ports and their powerful
industrial allies the ability to simply trample long standing protections for our
community and our environment.”
