If these ports can bypass or
ignore these laws, can nearby homeowners or businesses with less money or clout
also ignore laws and, for instance, build a normally illegal dock or dredge the sand
from a nearby beach? No, that would be harmful to the surrounding community and
set dangerous precedents, as would allowing these exceptions. All Oregonians,
especially those in communities around these docks, have the right to rely on land
laws being enforced.
