- training for hospital staff who do discharge planning so that patients
experiencing homelessness will be given enhanced support prior to
discharge

- All patients will be asked about housing status to clearly identify those who
are experiencing homelessness

be alive. She was discharged to the streets on January 21, 2023, from Salem
Hospital ER after being treated for pneumonia. She died later that night.
Outdoors. Of hypothermia.
