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My name is Sabrina Sheehy and | am an LCSW, therapist, and mental health
advocate in the Portland metro area. On behalf of myself, my clients, my friends, and
my children, | am writing to support House Bill 2002. Closing gaps around access to
reproductive health care and gender-affirming care is crucial to supporting the health
and well-being of Oregonians and those seeking asylum in our state. Individuals
have the right to choose. They have the right to be safely cared for by their medical
providers, without fear of retribution, around what is the best for their bodies.
