Tobacco is the leading cause of preventable death and disease in Oregon, killing 

over 8,000 Oregonians a year.  

Nicotine is highly addictive and can harm adolescent brain development. Action is 

needed now to protect youth, protect health, and avoid a lifetime of addiction. 

I ask for your support for HB 3090. This legislation is a good step to protect youth 

across Oregon from nicotine addiction, tobacco and e-cigarette use.
