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The rent relocations are already very difficult for small landlords. If the amounts are 

increased, can there be more reasons for moving a tenant without a fee. I’m about to 

rent out my house for 18 months. If I give the tenant 6 months notice because I or a 

family member is going to move in - I should not have to pay to relocate them. 

Especially if I was upfront with them from the beginning.  

 

Rent cap- if taxes, inflation expenses increase it’s not fair to the landlords to loose 

either.  

 

Maybe there could be some variances for small business landlords?
