He still
smoked his Kools until the end though, he still loved that cool menthol feeling as
much as he had since his first cigarette at 15.

Sadly kids don't
know this, and because they think they are immortal they make poor long term
decisions. Those long term decisions are even harder to keep rational when we
make the tobacco products taste like mint, or bubble gum or sour apple.
