Affects on Schools are Significant Statewide

The School Support Formula’s
equalization means that property
tax dips in one district, causes less
State general fund dollars to flow
to all 196 of the other districts in
the state.

To use the graphic to the right: if
one of the blue lines were to
disappear, the red would flow to
fill it in, but it would lower the
total amount for each district in
the process.
