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Every cute old downtown and walkable neighborhood in Oregon was built before 

parking mandates, because mandatory parking makes Main Street style development 

illegal. CFEC's parking reforms would allow little commercial hubs to again gradually 

evolve in that direction if people want them to. Environmental advocates are working 

in good faith to agree with cities on administrative changes that can help cities 

comply with these rules without throwing away years of work by repealing this entire 

package. Support that process instead.
