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| OPPOSE HB2006, Do not change firearm ownership to 21! Stop the assault on our
2nd Amendment Rights! Consistency is needed in our legislation. Things just don’t
make sense! An 18 yr old can go into military service and die for their country, but
they can’t own a personal firearm? A 15 yr old can have gender reassignment
hormones and surgery without parental knowledge or consent, but can’t get a
license; only a permit to drive? A 16 yr old can vote, but can’t drink, smoke, gamble
or join the military? 18 years old is the age for: Selective Service registration; having
a driver’s license; paying Income tax and; Voter registration. Buying a firearm at 18 is
consistent with all other adult-aged prescribed responsibilities.
