Most individuals who own real estate are capable of making appropriate
decisions for their properties and occupants. Furthermore, limiting no cause evictions
for owners that want to sell and requiring excessive relocations fees is an abuse of
power. Property owners that want to sell their investments should be allowed to do
so without a signed contract prior to giving the tenant notice.
